WHAT IS THE LEGAL AND COMPLIANCE FRAMEWORK FOR
FOREIGN INVESTMENT IN RWANDA?

This is the primary legal framework governing foreign
investment in Rwanda. The code also outlines the various
incentives, guarantees, and protections available to foreign
investors.

This law regulates the formation, operation, and dissolution of
companies in Rwanda. It sets out the requirements for incor-
porating a company, the duties and responsibilities of

directors, and the rights of shareholders.

This law regulates the ownership and use of land in Rwanda.
It outlines the procedures for acquiring and transferring land,

the rights and responsibilities of landowners, and the legal
protections available to foreign investors.

This law sets out the legal framework for employment and
labor relations in Rwanda. It outlines the rights and obligations
of employees and employers, the procedures for resolving

labor disputes, and the legal protections available to workers.
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RWANDAN TAX

WHAT TAXES ARE LEVIED ON EXPORTS?
There are no taxes levied on exports.

WHAT TAXES ARE LEVIED ON IMPORTS?

Rwanda imposes several taxes and fees on imported goods, including:

- Value-added tax (VAT): Rwanda has a VAT system in place that applies to the importation
of goods as well as domestic sales. The standard VAT rate in Rwanda is 18%, and this rate
is applied to the value of goods imported into the country, including any customs duties or
other fees that may be levied on imports.

Customs duties: Rwanda imposes customs duties on most imported goods, which are
calculated as a percentage of the value of the goods. The rate of customs duty varies
depending on the type of goods being imported, and the country of origin.

Excise taxes: Certain types of goods may also be subject to excise taxes when imported
into Rwanda. Excise taxes are typically applied to goods that are considered to be luxury
items or that have potential health or environmental impacts, such as alcohol, tobacco, and
motor vehicles.

Other fees and charges: In addition to the taxes mentioned above, Rwanda may also
impose other charges on imported goods, such as import permits, inspection fees, and
port charges.

WHAT POLICIES ARE IN PLACE TO FACILITATE THE IMPORT OF INPUTS?
GBS investors in Rwanda are exempt from VAT on imported goods and services used for
business purposes, as well as on locally supplied services used for export-oriented business
activities. GBS investors in Rwanda are also eligible for customs duty exemption on imported
machinery, equipment, and raw materials used for business purposes.

WHICH INPUTS/EQUIPMENT ARE TAX-EXEMPT?

The inputs/equipment that are tax exempt include imported goods and services that are used
for business purposes, as well as locally supplied services used for export-oriented business
activities.

IS A REGISTERED INVESTOR ALLOWED TO IMPORT USED EQUIPMENT,

FURNITURE, OR COMPUTERS?
Yes, a registered investor is allowed to import used equipment, furniture, or computers in
Rwanda. Rwanda Revenue Authority (RRA) regulations must be followed in doing so.

*Tax incentives for GBS investors is assessed on a case by case basis.

Taxis: Traditional taxis are available for hire in Kigali. They can be hailed on
the street or booked through taxi companies. Taxis are generally

more expensive than motos but offer a more comfortable and private
transportation option.

Rental Cars: Renting a car is an option for those who prefer independent
travel or need to travel outside of Kigali. Several car rental agencies
operate in the city, offering a variety of vehicles to suit different needs
and budgets.

App-based Ride-Hailing: Ride-hailing services like “Move” operate in
Kigali, providing an alternative to traditional taxis and moto’s. These
services offer the convenience of booking rides through smartphone
apps and often provide upfront pricing.

Taxi/cab fares vary between 5,000 RWF and 15,000 RWF, depending on the destination.
